Course Description: 

This course builds upon the web development skills acquired in Web Development I. Students will learn advanced Web development skills to create highly professional, dynamic web sites for clients in a simulated business environment. Students will learn how to build data-driven web sites using a combination of Microsoft Access, ASP, and Macromedia and Adobe software. Students will learn how to design and optimize graphical user interfaces using Adobe Photoshop and Macromedia Fireworks. Students will apply their technical skills and gain professional skills by building a small business identity for the class and individual electronic portfolios. Students will work in teams and gain employability skills through role-playing, reflection, communication and presentation.

Students will :
Teaching Methods

The course will be taught in an activity-rich, project-based, and standards-based environment.
1) Demonstrations : exercises from the text and outside resources will be demonstrated, assigned, and assessed in class.
2) Assignments : students are expected to complete all in class exercises including the “DoNOW’s”, “blogs”, and “HowTO’s”.

3) Quizzes : student progress throughout major projects will be evaluated through either oral, written, or observed check points.
4) Projects : students are required to present and submit completed projects on the dates they are due.

5) Final Exam : students will present and submit a completed group web site and participate in the final exam activities.

Required Student Products

1) An electronic portfolio :
· Each student will develop a professional electronic portfolio to showcase their employability and technical skills.
2) One web site :

· Each student will practice advanced web skills by modifying a web site according to exercises done in class
3) One group web site for a client :

· Teams of 3-4 students will build a web site for a client.

4) DoNOW’s

· Students are expected to complete the opening exercise of the day.

5) Blogs :

· Students are required to reflect on lessons and projects in electronic journals called “blogs.”

6) HowTO’s :

· Students will record step-by-step instructions after each class exercise.
7) Final exam :

· Each student is expected to participate in the final exam activities.

· Each student will be required to participate in the presentation of their group’s web site. 
Students will be asked to demonstrate and show evidence of :
· SOFT SKILLS : at least 5 examples of employability skills

· PRODUCT : 1 completed web site for a client

· PROCESS : explain and show evidence of the progression of the product from the planning through deployment stages
· TECH SKILLS : at least 5 advanced web skills

Web Site Rubric : The final team web site is graded based on these standards.
Presentation Rubric : The group presentation is evaluated with this rubric.
Participation Rubric : Each student is graded by their team members.
Portfolio Rubric : Each student’s portfolio is evaluated based on these standards.
Overall Final Exam Grade : each student receives the average of the team grade (web site + presentation) and the individual grade (participation + portfolio). The team grade is weighted at 60%, and the individual grade is weighted at 40% of the final exam grade.
